Minutes of NoSCA Executive Meeting held at Forres Cricket Pavilion on 15th March 2010

Matters arising from previous meeting:

NoSCA Select Travel

E Walls had been in touch with Maynes Coaches but no response had been received. He will try them again regarding sponsorship of Select to cover travel costs. Committee discussed various options including minibus hire and players paying a contribution towards travel costs. J Sargant and S Catto to source quotes from minibus hire companies and J Crabtree to put a message on Rampant Lion to gauge opinion from players on them paying a contribution of £10 towards cost of travel.
Disciplinary Committee
This committee is to be made up of the respective Match Secretary and 2 other non executive persons. The Secretary must be contacted of any incident, in writing, within 3 days. This information will be printed on the handbook.
Playing Conditions
A minor change needed to the wording on the ECB bowling regulations. A discussion followed on rearranged games and how these are to be dealt with. The consensus from the meeting was that 14 days notice in writing should be given to the appropriate Match Secretary of any proposed change of date. The Match Secretary would then approach the other team involved and find out if they are willing to change. Any disputes, the executive to meet and decide. A form may be designed for clubs to send their rearrangement requests on. The meeting also discussed games where teams had scratched due to player shortages and then on the day of the fixture matches are rained off. It was decided to leave the status quo of the points going to the other team, as teams may claim match off due to weather, rather than real reason of player shortage. S Catto to update these changes to playing conditions and issue to clubs before the season starts.
Senior Fixtures

There has been no negative feedback from clubs regarding the fixtures, so they are now official. S Catto to check over them once more, before they are committed to the handbook.

Annual Dinner

Now that the date and venue is confirmed, the committee over the next few months will be sourcing suitable speakers for the event and any fundraising required to cover the cost.
Results Vault

A Callanan is working on the upgrades to Result Vault and the cost of £50 has been sanctioned to give an automated email response when results are entered correctly.

Handbook

J Crabtree updated the meeting on the progress of the handbook. W Hope is a new patron and J Crabtree to send letter to existing patrons. A Duncan will email J Crabtree with the trophy winners list for 2009. Umpire list to be checked, with S Catto coordinating. T Farr to look at creating a proper NoSCA letterhead to be used for official letters. Sunday Post to be contacted regarding payment for phoning through results, as clubs are not receiving this. Various other issues on the handbook were clarified and J Crabtree hopes to have the finished handbook ready for distribution by Saturday 3rd April.

Last season’s SCU trophy winning side will get 1st chance of selection for MCC game at Gordonstoun, on May 10th. A training session to be arranged once the season has commenced.

Kwik Cricket Festivals

J Sargant informed the meeting of kwik cricket festivals to be held at Elgin and Forres / Kinloss. He is to undertake coaching in local schools but due to staff shortages at work, he will need assistance to cover the Forres schools. Gus Farr to be asked to help. The individual schools will receive at least 4 weeks coaching and then take part in a local club run festival, with the winner of each festival qualifying for the final to be played at Fochabers 

On a similar theme, Buckie want to create a kwik cricket league over the summer, with local teams participating and possibly to include Nairn. Trophy for winning side.
NoSCA Development Plan
A Duncan spoke about the future of NoSCA. Should the league have a 5 to 10 year development plan to compliment individual club’s own development plans? This will be discussed in greater detail once the season has commenced, with input sought from clubs.
