Competition Rules for the Senior and Reserve League Competitions
The Senior and League Competitions shall be played for annually.
Trophies to be returned to the NOSCA Secretary by the end of the second week of August (applies to all competitions-AAC).
Between AGM the playing conditions will be in the hands of the Executive and may be subject to alteration (AAC).
The fixture lists will be drawn up by the respective match secretaries according to the instructions of the AGM and issued by mid March at the latest.
All league matches will be played on the dates arranged.  Any request to rearrange a fixture must be communicated, in writing, to the appropriate match secretary, no less than fourteen days before the game is due to be played.  The match secretary will contact the other team; if both teams are agreeable, then the rearrangement will be granted in most circumstances.  In the event of a dispute, the matter will be referred to the executive, whose decision will be final.  In exceptional circumstances the Match Secretary may rearrange a game within the fourteen day period, or without consulting with both teams.
Failure to honour a fixture (without reference to the Executive) will automatically lead to the forfeiture of the match points to the opposition – failure to honour without notice will automatically be referred to the Executive for sanction.
Games lost to the weather will be subject to the decision of the AGM – Senior League at present – first half of season game is null and void – second half of season played on the next available Sunday (other NOSCA competitions allowing).
All league matches will start no later than 2.00pm and those on or after the second Saturday in August not later than 1.00pm

The appointment of umpires for Senior League matches will rest with the respective clubs unless the Executive has otherwise decreed

The toss shall take place no later than 15 minutes before the agreed start time-in the event of a team representative not being available at that time the team present may claim the toss (AAC)
Duration of games

Senior matches will be of not more than 90 6 ball overs-with each side having a maximum of 45 overs

Note-Declarations are allowed but overs cannot be carried forward to the second innings

Restrictions

In the Senior League no more than 12 overs will be bowled by one bowler

In all competitions the current ECB regulations re Under 19s must be implemented

All Nosca games will be played using the ball make decided at the AGM – bulk orders will be the responsibility of NOSCA (AAC)
Weather Reductions (Senior League)

If the start of the game is delayed due to weather, the length of the game may be reduced by agreement between the two captains as per the following outline.  After a game has started, no reductions are permitted.

Delay of 30+ mins-9 over reduction per side-bowling restriction 10 overs

Delay of 60+ mins-18 over reduction per side-bowling restriction 7 overs

Delay of 30+ mins-8 overs reduction per side-bowling restriction 6 overs

Delay of 60+ mins-16 over reduction per side-bowling restriction 4 overs

Points System
Senior League Matches

The team with the higher total of runs will be the winners and will receive 20 points.
The team with the lower number of runs will receive bonus points as follows – when batting 1 point for 
reaching 75 runs plus 1 point for each subsequent 25 runs to a maximum of 5 batting points.
When bowling 1 point for taking 1,3,5,7 ,9 to a total of 5 bowling points – if the opposition are all out (regardless of how many wickets have actually fallen) the bowling side will then receive 6 bonus points.
In the event of both teams having the same score at the end of play the game shall be declared a tie and 

points will be awarded as for a draw, i.e. 5 points each team plus bonus points gained
For a match abandoned as a result of the weather or light (a) before the commencement of the second 
innings the game shall be declared null and void and no points awarded (b)after the start of the second 
innings each side will receive 5 points plus any batting and bowling bonus points gained
Club Secretaries are responsible for completing an electronic return within seven days of the match being 
completed.  For each instance failure to do so will result in the fine of an amount agreed at the     

AGM (AAC)
If a team is concerned as to the composition of the opposition’s team/behaviour they should inform the 
opposition that they will play on Under Protest and will be forwarding a complaint to the Executive
Complaints re (i) the eligibility of a member of the opposing team (ii) the behaviour of the opposing team or an individual player must be made in writing to the Secretary within three days. 
The Secretary will then ask for written reports from all involved parties which will be passed to the 
appropriate Match Secretary who will call a meeting of the Discipline Committee which will give its 
findings in writing to all involved parties 

Appeals against the findings of the Discipline Committee can be made to the Executive within seven days 
of its findings being issued – the subsequent decisions of the Executive will be final
In the event of a team withdrawing/being banned after the start of any season all their previous matches 
will be declared  null and void

The method of determining league competitions shall be based on points obtained expressed as a percentage - this shall be obtained dividing the total number of points gained by the total number of points available in games not deemed null and void.
To qualify as league winners teams must play at least 60 % possible fixtures including all after the break

If at the completion of the season two teams finish with the same percentage the final position will be 
determined by (i) the most wins or if still equal (ii) the most away wins or if still equal(iii)the highest run 
rate throughout the season(runs scored per wickets lost)-where a team has scratched a match 10 wickets 
should be added to their total of wickets lost
Senior League Cup
To be played by all Senior Clubs divided into 4 leagues as the result of a free draw.  Three groups will consist of three teams.
Semi finalists will be the section winners 

Failure to fulfil one game-the points will be awarded to the other side and the side receiving the points 
will also receive their best run rate from their other games-the forfeiting side will receive the worst run 
rate from their other games

Failure to complete 2 games will result in disqualification from the competition and the section will then 
be decided either as a league of three or as a game between the two remaining teams.
All matches will begin at 2.00pm

All games to be of 30 overs per side-bowlers limited to 6 overs each

For the first 5 overs of each innings 8 players of the fielding side must be within a 25 metres circle-the 
fielding captain will decide on a further 5 overs when 7 fielding players must be within the circle.  This includes bowler and wicketkeeper.
Before the start of a game both captains can agree (that in the event of a result becoming impossible) to 
achieve a result the game may be abandoned and a 10 over per side game substituted (restriction 2 overs 
per bowler and only the first 5 will have a fielding restriction-8 players within the 25 metres circle).
Abandoned games are to be played on the next available Sunday (but not the following day) at the same venue.  If either team or the venue are unavailable due to a previously scheduled NoSCA fixture (a 2nd XI fixture will count only if it is scheduled to be played at the same ground on the proposed Sunday), Cricket Scotland competition, or Village Cup competition.  If a team or ground is unavailable for two successive Sundays, the Match Secretary is to be informed. 

Senior 20/20 Competitions

To be played by all Senior sided in 4 zoned leagues of 3.  Group winners qualify for the semi finals.
Rules are as per normal with the following additions

4 overs per bowler

25 metre circle marked on the playing field with a maximum of 2 fielders out with the circle in the first 10 
overs and a maximum of 4 fielders out with the circle in the remaining 10 overs
A wide ball will be penalised with the award of 2 runs to the batting team plus an extra ball

A front foot no ball will be penalised with the award of 1 run to the batting side with the extra ball being 
deemed a “free hit”.  
Note: no change to the field is allowed for a free hit unless the batsmen change ends.  A batsman can only be given “run out” from a free hit

Time

There will be an allotted time of 75 minutes set aside for each innings of 20 overs

If an over is started within the 75 minutes it will be completed without penalty

There will be a penalty awarded of 10 runs for each of any overs not bowled within the allotted time
At the fall of a wicket the incoming batsmen has 90 seconds to make h(her) way to the wicket and be 
ready for the next delivery

Umpires will pay specific attention to time wasting

Senior Sevens
Open to all NOSCA clubs

Both competitions will be played in mini leagues

Each side will bowl 6 6 ball overs

Wides and no balls will all count as 2 and lead to an extra ball

No Balls

Any ball which passes or would pass the batsman in his normal stance at waist height or above without bouncing will be called a no ball.  This applies to all deliveries regardless of speed or intent (AAC).
