	Matters Arising
At this point MR joined the meeting

a. Mediation update: Northern Counties have not heard anything from the mediator. NG will obtain contact details for the mediator from Carolyn and chase this up. 
b. Working party: NG, JF and CB remain committed to moving forward with this and will focus on a list of priorities, including a development plan, sponsorship and charitable status. Any other interested parties can join this group.
c. Cricket Summer Camps: Across 3 weeks in 3 venues 32 children (28 boys, 4 girls) were given the opportunity to play cricket. Positive feedback received from Ross County and Northern Counties. At Northern Counties 3 sessions were attended by 10 children aged 4 to 11 and their parents. The sessions have continued on a Thursday evening, with 4 of the children showing serious interest and 1, plus his dad, will be attending the club’s training sessions on Tuesday and Thursday. Formal feedback will be requested to be kept on file with the grant application.
